Acrylics - Basic and Beyond - Supply List

Paints:  My preference is Golden Heavy Body Acrylics, but I do have the odd tube of Stevensons.  

A limited palette is all that is required, however feel free to bring along other colours if you already have them.

Opus Legato Brushes:  These are reasonably price brushes.  I tend to be a scumbler and can wear out brushes quickly.  I like a medium soft acrylic brush more so than the stiff bristle type used for oils.  I also find watercolour brushes to soft to move the paint around.

 

Sizes, 0, 2, 6, 10 (Optional for varnishing) 

 

Palette Options:

 

Masterson Stay Wet Palette - These are a nice option if you have money to spare.

 

Flat Tupperware type container with lid (about 2-3" in depth) - This is an economical palette that will keep your paint soft and usable for a few of days.  When the paint gets hard you can use a palette knife, scrap it off and wash the container clean. A greener option than #3. 

 

Styrofoam Plate with large Ziplock bag:  This is another economical option.  When the paint is dried out you can simply throw the plate out.

 

Canvases (Your choice of sizes):  I recommend that you bring two canvases.  Some of you may be very quick painters and will have time to do two.  Whenever possible, purchase gallery quality canvases that have no visible staples on the sides.
