The joy of painting Plein Air with Acrylics
with Jim McFarland

Painting Plein Air (in the great outdoors) is a joy. To be in natural light with all of creation for a subject,  what could be better for an artist!  Jim is a plein air painter that has developed a technique of painting with acrylics.

The course will include discussion on visualizing the painting, techniques of how to set up a plein air painting, Jim’s technique of painting with acrylics complete with demonstration.  Students will paint three paintings or more.

Heavy body (regular) Acrylic paint
Titanium White, Cobalt blue, Ultramarine blue, Red Oxide, any warm red, Hansa Yellow Medium, Yellow oxide, Neutral grey

Liquid or soft body Acrylic paint

Raw Umber, Chrome oxide Green, and Golden brand Jenkins Green
Paint brushes 

Three 16 x 20 canvases 

Disposable palette pad

Water container with open top (like a yogurt container) 

Paper towels

Optional supplies
A plein air easel or a portable easel and TV table.  If you don’t have one then one can be provided.
