Please bring what you have and use. The list of paints is what I use and is only a suggestion. 

Paper

I prefer Arches 140 lb cold-press. Please bring 2 half sheets. 

Paint

I prefer Winsor Newton Professional Watercolors. Other professional watercolors are acceptable.

My basic palette is as follows:

Permanent Alizarin Crimson 

New Gamboge or Cadmium Yellow (any warm yellow is acceptable)

Aureolin or Winsor Yellow (any cool yellow is acceptable)

Cobalt Blue or Cerulean Blue (optional)

French Ultramarine Blue
Winsor Blue (green shade) –also called Thalo Blue

Raw Sienna or Yellow Ochre

Burnt Sienna

Quinacridone Burnt Orange (optional) - Daniel Smith brand

Sap Green (optional)

Brush

Please bring what you have and use, but I suggest at least one high-quality round brush (#6 or #8) with a good point. A kolinsky sable is my favorite. I also suggest one larger brush # 12 or #14 (synthetic is acceptable), a 1” wash brush, a synthetic fan brush (found with the acrylic brushes), and a scrub brush. An old cheap bristle brush will work as a scrub brush. .

Pencil and kneaded eraser

Paper towels or tissues

water container

Masking fluid (Winsor & Newton is best)  

Spray bottle 

Old cloth or sponge 

Toothbrush (optional)

Kosher salt and/or table salt (optional)

Board to fit your paper on
